Training and workshop on the Biocidal Product Family guidance
for A.I.S.E. and Biocides for Europe members

Overview
The new Biocidal Product Family (BPF) guidance[footnoteRef:1] has been published for almost 3 years. Some companies have already experienced this ‘new’ concept and others are about to use it for the very first time. These training and workshop will allow the beginners and those with experience to discover or deepen the new BPF concept. [1:  CA-July19-Doc.4.2- Final - Guidance note on BPF concept_rev2] 

The 2 sessions will be given/ moderated by CEHTRA (in English).
Day 1 (9 November): Training
This training will be dedicated to beginners who need to get an overview of the BPF concept. You will be guided through the BPF concept, the steps necessary for grouping biocidal products into a BPF, and the challenges to be faced when applying the BPF concept according to the latest regulatory guidance and regulations.
· Number of participants: limited to 40 participants on site (please note that we are currently investigating ‘virtual’ options to extend the participation in case we receive too many registrations)
Day 2 (10 November): Workshop
This workshop is for those having already experienced the new BPF concept. The purpose of this second day is gathering experience, sharing problems and constraints encountered during the preparation and/or submission of a BPF dossier, reflecting on critical key points and working on solutions and improvement.
· Number of participants: limited to 25 participants on site.



Preliminary Program

Day 1 - Get an overview of the BPF concept 
Depending on the number of biocidal products, co-formulants, substances of concern and intended uses, preparing an application dossier for a BPF can be a big challenge.
The first day training course covers the following key aspects:
Having a comprehensive understanding of the BPF concept allows applicants to streamline the resources and time they spend preparing their applications.
This training course will be particularly useful for prospective authorisation holders for a BPF and those dealing with the uncertainties and discussions around the splitting and restructuring of product families under the Biocidal Products Regulation.
The course will focus on the following aspects:
· similarity of uses;
· similarity of composition and grouping of co-formulants;
· similar levels of risk and efficacy;
· best practices for BPF pre-submission meetings; and
· splitting of families for ongoing applications.
You will be guided through the BPF concept, the steps necessary for grouping biocidal products into a BPF, and the challenges to be faced when applying the BPF concept according to the latest regulatory guidance and regulations.
Prerequisite: 
Read the BPF guidance ahead of the training course (CA-July19-Doc.4.2- Final - Guidance note on BPF concept_rev2).


Day 2 - Workshop: gather experience all together and go further into the issues and constraints when preparing and submitting a BPF dossier
Some companies have already been through the preparation and submission of a BPF dossier according to the new BPF concept and have identified critical issues and constraints. 
The objectives of the workshop are:
· Gathering experience
· Sharing problems and constraints encountered during the preparation and/or submission of a BPF dossier
· Reflecting on critical key points
· Working on solution proposals and improvement
Prerequisite: Have already experience with the preparation and/or submission of a BPF dossier.
For such purpose, we will need case studies from 3 companies who have been through the preparation (and/or submission) of a BPF dossier according to the new BPF concept, and are willing to share the encountered issues they have faced during this process (e.g. issues/constraints related to essentiality of co-formulants, identification of a worst-case test product for efficacy core assessment for a disinfectant, similarity of uses, … please refer to the registration form for more detailed information). The 3 case studies will be anonymized for the purpose of the workshop.
CEHTRA will contact directly the companies volunteering to provide a case study for the preparation in view of the workshop.
